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Anti-Human Trafficking Project

With support from the Federal Department of Human and Health Services’ Office of Refugee Resettlement, RMIAN, in partnership with Colorado Legal Services, Laboratory To Combat Human Trafficking, and Prax(us), has expanded its services to better assist survivors of human trafficking. The Anti-Human Trafficking Project is designed to work in collaboration with RMIAN’s established Detention and Children’s Programs to support detained men and women, and immigrant children survivors of human trafficking.  
RMIAN’s Anti-Human Trafficking Project offers: 

· FREE community presentations on human trafficking 
· FREE legal trainings for attorneys on T Visas and other related forms of relief
· FREE trainings on human trafficking for service providers and other interested organizations

· FREE legal services for detained and immigrant child victims of human trafficking
As a result of our outreach efforts, RMIAN has identified twenty-five potential survivors of human trafficking, and has presented in over thirty-five human trafficking presentations and trainings since 2008. 
Human trafficking is a grave international and national human rights issue. In an attempt to combat human trafficking, in 2000, Congress passed the Trafficking Victims Protection Act (TVPA).  The TVPA defines a severe form of human trafficking as the recruitment, harboring, transportation, provision or obtaining a person for labor, services, and/or commercial sex act through force, fraud or coercion, for the purpose of subjecting that person to involuntary servitude, peonage, debt bondage or slavery.  Survivors of human trafficking may be found in tourist, agriculture, construction, commercial sex, and domestic servitude industries.
